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Alchough I wanted a design as simple as
possible by making the best of the texture of
larch wood, I did not intend to create something
dignified by exaggerating the texture. There is no
crosspiece atrached to the seat and the back to
prevent warping or splitting, but the steel pipe
through the hole penetrating almost the middle
of the thickness, plays the role of the crosspicce,
and acts as the connector for the seat and the

back ar the same time.
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While this structure is clear and produces no
waste, works concerning strength and precision
of drilling can be risky. However, I took the
chance this rime by trusting the techniques by
Johoku Woodworks Co., Ltd.

Although the legs are basically designed
straight by forming a round surface on the
square cross-section, only one inner surface has
a larger R to avoid the rough fecling of the legs.

The cross-sections of the area where the legs
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are inserted into the seat are partly round in
shape, and the bond strength has been increased
by driving a wedge into the cur ends upon

penetrating the seat.
